If you are printing large files, such as multi-page documents with mixed text and large graphics, 

you may want to consider choosing wired Ethernet for a faster data transfer or USB for the fastest 

throughput speed.

• Although the Brother HL-3070CW can be used in a both wired and wireless network, only one of the 

connection methods can be used at a time.

• The following instructions are for infrastructure mode.

To set up your printer in any other wireless environment you can find instructions in the Network User’s 

Guide on the CD-ROM.

1 Turn on your computer. Insert the Brother CD-ROM into your CD-ROM drive.

Configure the wireless settings 

You must know your wireless network settings before you proceed with this installation. Make sure you 

take notes on all the current settings such as SSID, authentication and encryption of your wireless 

network environment. If you do not know them, contact your network administrator or the manufacturer 

of your access point/router.

1 WPA/WPA2-PSK is a Wi-Fi Protected Access Pre-Shared Key, which lets the Brother wireless machine associate with access points using 

TKIP or AES encryption (WPA-Personal). WPA-PSK (TKIP or AES) and WPA2-PSK (AES) use a Pre-Shared Key (PSK) that is 8 or more 

characters in length, up to a maximum of 63 characters.

2 The WEP key is for 64-bit encrypted networks or 128-bit encrypted networks and can contain both numbers and letters. If you do not know 

this information you should see the documentation provided with your access point or wireless router.
